3b) Installsilicone hose onto intake by pressingone end onto the 5/8” barbed connection.
Press other end of silicone hose firmly ontowvalve cover breather.

B) Remoyve-engine cover by pulling up on it. the three
posts will pull out of the grommets in the engine cover
as'shown'in Figure 1 on right).

C) Remove intake cover and battery cooling vent.
Using a phillips screwdriver, removethe 3 (three)
screw type push-in rivets (shown by red arrows in
Figure 2). Remove the intake cover and battery vent.

D) Disconnect'the MAF housing harness plug (A from
Figure 3) from the Mass Airflow Sensor by pushing the
thumb latch and pulling the plug out of the sensor.

@ WARNING: Handle MAF sensor with cafe

E) Using the small Phillips Serewdriver, remove the two
screws (B in Figure 3)that connect the MAF Sensor to
the airbox,and remove the sensor from the airbox
using atwisting/pulling motion. Turning while pulling
will ensure that the O-Ring does not get damaged.

F) Unclip the MAF sensor wiring from the battery box
as shown by the arrows labeled Cin Figure 3.

G) Unclip the valvecover breather hose
(shown in Figure 4;arrow A).

H) Disconnect the valvecover breather hose
from the engine side (Figure 4, arrow B) by
squeezing the 2 blue tabs and pulling out
on the hose.

1) Loosen the left hose.clamp that secures
the intake bootto the throttle plate

J)Pull up on the factory airbox, pulling the
plastic lugs in the bottom of the airbox
from the isolation grommets in the
chassis shown in Figure 6. Remove the
airbox assembly.
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: 25\ Assembling the Power Series Intake System

A) Place MAF Sensor into CorkSport MAF, using the
same turning motion whilé pressing the sensor back
in place (See Figure 7 énright). Ensure that the O-ring
is entirelySeated in the housing and fasten the two
socket head.cap screws into the stainless threaded
bosses on the MAF Housing. Do NOT pinch the o-ring.
If necessary a little dab of grease goes a long way.
Double check the alignment of the sensor and tighten
the socket head cap screws down with a 3mm Allen
Wrench.

B) Install the silicone coupler to the MAF Housing as shown above, with both of the T-Bolt Band Clamps
loosly fit over the ends of the coupler. One of the 3.5 inch clamps goes over the MAF Housing side of
the coupler, and the other 3.5 inch clamp goes.over the other side of the coupler. Tighten the two

band clamps over the MAF Housing until thesilicone is snug to the housing with the 3/8 drive ratchet
and 10mm long socket. Note that the AIRFLOW designation on the MAF sensor points toward the silicone
coupler and away from the Air Filter side of the MAF Housing.

Q) Install theCorkSport Air Filter and 3.5” T-Bolt Band Clamp around.the MAF Housing as above and
tighten the 10 mn fastener on the clamp until snug with the3/8 drive ratchet and 10mm long socket.

D ! Installing the Power Seriés Intake System

A) Install thesilicone coupler and 3.25"T-Bolt Band Clamp
overthe throttle. body and tighten the band clamp until
snug (SeeFigure 8 on right). Test to ensure that all three
band clamp connections are firmly connected and.cannot
be pulled apart by hand. If you can.pullany of the
connections apart, reseat them‘and tighten the band
clamp nut down 1-2more turnsand test it again. The
entire assembly should be tight and not come apart
when'pressure isapplied.

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B) Install the larger end of the supplied barbed fitting in one
end of the 24" long, larger ID silicone hose{(Afrom Figure 9).
The other end of the barbed fitting will fit snuggly into the

silicone coupler breather outlét(A). The other end of the
silicone hose will attach to the breather on the back of the
valve cover.(Bfrom Figure9).

Optional Step: You may want to secure the breather hose
in a few spots with a couple of the included zip ties.

C) Plug the factory MAF sensor harness into the
MAF sensor.as shown in Figure 10 to the right.
Double‘check that the MAF sensor is fully seated
into the MAF housing. Loosen it, reseat it and
tighten the socket head cap screws if necessary.

so it is not tight, as the intake will rockwith the engine
movement. [f it is too tight, remove some electrical
tape from the'wire loom until there is enough slack

in the wiring.

D) Reconnect the negative lead of the battery
to the terminal and start the car. If you see@ Figure 10
check engine light or experience a rough idle,

itis probably due to a disconnécted MAF sensor
or a loose connection causing.a vacuum leak

that is disrupting airflow around the MAF sensor.
Checkthatall connections are tight, that the
valvecover breather hose is attached to the nipple
on thesilicone coupler and that the MAF sensor

is fully plugged and latched into the factory
wiring harness.

E) Re-install the engine cover into the
3'grommetsand press firmly to lock
them into place. Your CorkSport
Power Series intake should now look
like Figure 11.
