Order of Operations & Table of Contents  
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Detailed Instructions 
1. OEM RSB Removal  
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a) Disconnect endlinks from 
the RSB. Remove the 14mm 
nut holding the endlink.  If 
needed, use a 5mm allen 
wrench to keep the balljoint 
from rotating.  Red circle in 
Figure 1a. Complete this for 
both sides.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

b) Remove the two 12mm nuts 
holding the swaybar 
bracket. Red circles  in 
Figure 1b. Complete this for 
both sides.

2. CorkSport RSB Installation  
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a) Lubricate the inside of the 
bushing with the provided 
lubricant.  Use a large flathead 
screwdriver to pry the bushing 
open.  Shown in Figure 2a.  
 
 
 

b) With the bushing pried open, 
press the bushing onto the RSB.  
Shown in Figure 2b. 
 
 
 

c) The installed bushing is shown in 
Figure 2c. 
 
 
 

d) Lightly lubricate the outside of 
the bushing for bracket 
installation.  Use silicone or white 
lithium grease spray.  Shown in 
Figure 2d.

2. CorkSport RSB Installation (continued)  
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a) Press the bracket over the 
bushing as shown in Figure 2a.  
 

b) Install the assembled RSB onto 
the vehicle. Torque the 12mm nuts 
to 13-19 ft-lbf.  
 

c) Install the endlinks onto the RSB.  
Torque the 14mm nuts to 32-44 ft-
lbf.   
 

d) Center the RSB on the car.  Verify 
that there is sufficient clearance 
between the left hand endlink and 
the headlight position lever.  
Shown in Figure 2g.   
 

e) Install the clamp collars onto the 
RSB on the inner side of the 
bushing as shown in Figure 2f.  Use 
a 4mm allen wrench.
